"Right-Of-Way" (ROW)

RIGHT-OF-WAY CERTIFICATES

Right-Of-Way is either existing or needs to be acquired on all projects.

Right-Of-Way is a general term denoting land, property, or interest therein, usually in a strip, acquired for or devoted to a public use.  Right-Of-Way   is  
land acquired by purchase, donation, or eminent domain in order to build or maintain a public project.

All Right-Of-Way shall be acquired utilizing the rules under Title III of the Uniform Relocation Assistance and Real Property Acquisition Policies Act of 1970, as amended.

It may be necessary for a project sponsor to use both of the enclosed Right-Of-Way Certificates, depending on the parcels of land required to complete the project, and how and when the property was obtained.

If property was purchased within the previous FIVE (5) years, the ROW Certificate must be accompanied by a copy of the corresponding Title Insurance.

If any of the project property is acquired by lease or easement, copies of those fully executed documents need to accompany the corresponding Right-Of-Way Certificate. 

When the Right-Of-Way Certificate is executed by the project sponsor and submitted to the Nebraska Game and Parks Commission, you are certifying that all Right-of-ways have been acquired and paid for, all in accordance with the appropriate Federal and State laws and regulations.

Upon receipt of your required documentation, we (the Nebraska Game and Parks Commission) report to the Federal Highway Administration that the above has been done in accordance with the appropriate Federal and State laws and regulations.  

Until this has been done in a manner acceptable to the Federal Highway Administration, your project cannot move forward.
